The meeting took place just after the Economic commission session in the Hotel Courtyard by Marriott in Munich, Germany. The IHGC President Mr. Bernard Ingwiller opened the meeting, made a quick overview of the current hop situation and stressed a necessity of such joint meetings where hop growers, hop merchants and hop industry stakeholders get together to share the sector issues.

Point 2

The Executive Committee minutes from the meeting in Strasbourg, France on August 3, 2009 had been published together with other meeting documents on the IHGC web site after the meeting and have thus been available to delegates and other interested hop industry stakeholders. No comments or supplementary claims were submitted on the meeting, thus the minutes were adopted unanimously.
Point 3
There was a discussion on 3 future IHGC meetings. 
1. The next meeting of the IHGC Economic Commission and Executive Committee is scheduled for Friday afternoon on April 16, 2010 in Paris, France. More details will be available when we receive a conference room confirmation.

The programs of the next 2 meetings (IHGC hop tour 2010 and 53rd IHGC congress 2011) were presented by   Ms. Verena Helpup from the German  travel agency “Studienreisen Bock” (info@studienreisen-bock.de).  There were also printed materials on hand for delegates.
2. The IHGC hop tour will take place from July 25-28, 2010 in Turkey.  It will be linked to an interesting visit of hop fields and a brewery Efes Pilsen.  Detailed program, various flight possibilities and registration documents are available on the web site.  A deadline for a registration is planned for March 31, 2010. 
3. The 53rd IHGC congress is scheduled for February 2011 in Australia. A draft congress plan with basic suggestions was also explained on the meeting and a preliminary program is also available on the web site. Program suggestions or individual flight arrangements will be possible to some extent in agreement with the travel agency.  As an extension of the congress tour is planned a hop area visit in New Zealand.
There will be more details available within next IHGC e-newsletters and updated web site (www.ihgc.org).   No other meeting plans were discussed.
Point 4

· There was a proposal to review and update the IHGC Standing orders. For this purpose a group of 4 members was formed with the following appointed delegates: Mr. Otmar Weingarten (Germany), Mr. Leslie Roy (USA), Mr. Zdenek Rosa (Czech Rep.) and Dr. Martin Pavlovic (Secretary General). 
· From the COPA/COGECA meeting on EU level in Brussels Mr. Otmar Weingarten summarized briefly the topics relevant to the plant protection of minor crops (also hops), where he pointed out - for a hop industry - positive steps in EU legislation changes.  More details will be published in the Hopfen-Rundschau.
At the end the IHGC president Mr. Bernard Ingwiller closed the meeting and thanked to all delegates and attendants for their contributions.
