  November 9, 2010
The IHGC President Mr. Bernard Ingwiller opened the meeting in the Maritim Hotel in Nuremberg, Germany with his greetings to all IHGC delegates and hop industry stakeholders. At the beginning, the president Bernard Ingwiller shared a silence honor dedicated to the Slovakian delegate Marián Borovský (58), who had passed away on October 6, 2010.  The meeting took place just after the Economic Commission reunion where usual hop market discussions on a global level occurred. Point 2

The Executive Committee minutes from the meetings in Eskişehir (Turkey) on July 26, 2010 had been published together with other meeting documents on the IHGC web site www.ihgc.org. Delegates were informed by the IHGC newsletter 09/2010 after the hop tour and meeting materials have thus been openly available to delegates and hop industry stakeholders. No comments or supplementary claims were submitted, thus the minutes were adopted unanimously.
Point 3
As already reported and discussed the 53rd IHGC congress was scheduled for February 2011 in Australia. The congress preliminary plan with basic suggestions had already been to hand as well as published on the IHGC web site. Referred to this program the IHGC conference day with all congress formal meetings is scheduled for February 14, 2011, while the next two days are devoted to visits of various farms and a brewery. Apart from the group under organization of the German company (info@studienreisen-bock.de), also various individual flight arrangements will be made by IHGC delegates. As an extension of the congress, an optional visit of New Zealand is planned as well. Over 75 participants from 10 countries were projected to attend the congress. Additional interested participants of the congress by their individual flight arrangements should strictly contact (!) the company “Studienreisen Bock”. 
Point 4

The following timetable for future meetings was discussed: In 2011 - after the 53rd IHGC congress in February - the summer IHGC meeting is planned to be held July or August in Prague, Czech Republic. More details will be fixed till the next meeting. Linked to the fair Brau Beviale 2011 the autumn meeting is scheduled for November 8, 2011. For 2012 no offer for a hop tour has been recommended. In 2013 the 2nd application from Belgium delegate Eric Lagache was introduced. The preliminary program in brief is also web accessible. No other meeting plans were examined.

Point 5

As informed in detail in the IHGC newsletters 11,12,14/2010 the secretariat did collect nominations for the Orders of the Hop 2011. Till the meeting the proposals with short (1/2 page) CVs of nominees from Germany, USA, Czech Republic and Ukraine were obtained in the IHGC secretariat. The secretary general presented by names the nominees proposed and the Executive Committee did confirm all 4 countries’ lists. The final deadline for eventually additional decoration proposals from other member countries (according to Standing Orders) was strictly fixed (!) for December 15, 2010.      
Point 6
The IHGC newsletters with informative contents will also in the future be drafted in the secretariat and emailed to contact member delegates.  Ivo Bračun projected an idea for the IHGC souvenir presents. Proposals on this issue are welcome to the secretariat. 
Since no other issue was raised, the IHGC president Bernard Ingwiller closed the meeting and thanked to all attendants for their contributions.
